
EINA, Escola de Disseny i Art is an associate
centre of the Autonomous University of Barcelona
that teaches design as higher-level studies.

Founded in 1967 by a group of intellectuals, technicians
and artists, the Eina School moved to the former palace
and gardens of the Marquises of Sentmenat in 1994,
occupying a privileged setting on the southern side of
a vast pine forest between the Carretera de les Aigües
and Can Caralleu, above Barcelona’s Sarrià district.

The Library opened in 1995 to act as a support
resource for teaching, research and investigation, so
fostering the creative experience and professional
learning of the educational community. It was allocated
one of the small towers situated at the far left of the
main façade. A double wood spiral staircase makes it
possible to create the space required for storing
books on shelves and provides access to the upper
floor, a reading room offering views over Barcelona.

Access to the library is restricted to the School’s
students and teachers, and to former students.
However, anyone interested in consulting the library
may receive authorisation with prior application.
